incidents.1

DENIAL OF SERVICE ATTACKS
Mt. Zion School District in IL had 
disrupted access to the district’s 
computer network.

DATA BREACHES
Often caused by human errors in 
the education sector, as was the 
case at the Pennsylvania  
Department of Education.

NONTRADITIONAL
Of the 122 cybersecurity  
incidents in 2018, Florida Virtual 
School was one of the few  
nontraditional schools affected.1

Since 2016, more than 
415 incidents have 
been catalogued.1

As many as 10 to 20 
times more undisclosed 

breaches could have 
occured last year in the 

education sector.1
